· Integrals of hyperbolic functions.

Rules:  The contest consists of elimination rounds in which contestants find antiderivatives of given functions. As the contest progresses, functions increase in complexity. Contestants who wrongly evaluate two integrals are disqualified from succeeding rounds.
